Criteria for nominations:

1) Nominees will be judged for…

· contributions above and beyond what would be ordinarily expected and not done to gain recognition or build a resume.

· activities performed out of a sincere sense of caring and desire to help youth.

· contributions which enhance the goals of an organization or increase the quality of life in the community for our youth.

2) Nominees can be considered for the award whether or not the distinguished service relates to his/her employment or as a volunteer in service.

3) Nominees must be currently living in the West Texas area.

4) Nominations may be made by individuals (not related to nominee) or by other organizations.

5) Previous Harris Award nominees who were not selected as award recipients are eligible for renomination.
